Some translations of Luke say 70; others say 72. Either way, it was a lot.]]
Jesus sent the disciples into places that may not have welcomed them (Luke 10:3).]]
Jesus had specific instructions for what they were to do, and not do, when they arrived in a community (Luke 10:4-9).]]
This group of 70-plus people can be considered the first Christian missionaries.]]
Missionaries today are sent into all kinds of places (some friendly, some unfriendly) to spread the good news  ]]
of Jesus Christ.
